Accepted the minutes from the previous meeting.

Public Comments:  Amy Wisehart, the new HPL Director, introduced herself and greeted the SelectBoard members.

Old Business:
1. Ayers Lane:
Motion made by Richard Waddell and seconded by Martha McGlinn:
Pursuant to 19 V.S.A. §701 (a) (12) and 19 V.S.A. §708 (a), the Selectboard has the power to initiate proceedings for discontinuance of Town Highways on its own motion. Pursuant to that power, I hereby move that the Town of Hartland act as necessary to discontinue the entirety of Ayers Lane, being Town Highway 60, so that the said Ayers Lane, Town Highway 60, will no longer be a Town Highway of any classification, nor will it be a trail. The portion to be discontinued is the entirety of Ayers Lane beginning with its intersection at the southerly edge of right of way of Town Farm Road, being Town Highway No. 5, and thence continuing .20 miles, be the same more or less, to the terminus of Ayers Lane. The intent of this motion is to discontinue the entirety of Ayres Lane, howsoever described.
I further move that the Town of Hartland proceed as necessary to cause timely notice be given to all persons owning or interested in property through which Ayers Lane may pass or abut and cause timely notice to be published and posted, all as required by 19 V.S.A. §709 and §775, and all other pertinent provisions of Vermont Statutes.  The date of April 1, 2013, at 6:00 P.M. is hereby appointed as a time and place for the site inspection as required by law. Following the site inspection, there will be a hearing held at Damon Hall in the Town of Hartland, Vermont, on April 1, 2013, at 7:00 P.M. for a public hearing regarding this proposed road discontinuance.
	 Motion passed unanimously.

New Business: 
1. Signed Listers’ Certificate.
2. Signed annual Road Posting Notice.
3. Approved a purchase of 200 gallons of kerosene for an applicant to the Campbell/Merritt Fund.
