Old Business:
1. Michel Guite spoke about what is going on with his property. The Selectboard will ask the Ancient Road Committee to try to determine if Ayers Lane continues beyond its present end point. He would like to have the Select Board approve discontinuing Ayers Lane. We will wait for the findings of the ARC. 
2. PACE implementation: Efficiency Vermont will be the Program Administrator.

New Business:

1. East Central Vermont Sustainability Consortium: Tom Kennedy agreed to be Hartland’s representative.

2. Signed request for extension from Property Valuation & Review.

3. Approved Campbell/Merritt Fund request for help a family with medical waste disposal.

4. Approved letter to be sent by Aging in Hartland Committee exploring options for senior housing in town.

 5. We will ask our lawyer to draft a letter informing Mr. Coley that the town will proceed with legal action if property is not clear by June 15, 2012.
6. Approved Campbell/Merritt Fund request for help with boiler repair once documentation of the repair is received.
7. Passed the following resolution concerning adoption of PACE Program:
RESOLUTION RE ADOPTION OF PACE PROGRAM 

DESCRIPTION AND GUIDELINES 

In the year Two Thousand Twelve, Seventh Day of May, Resolved by the Selectboard of the Town of Hartland, as follows:

  That
WHEREAS, on March 6, 2012 the voters of the Town of Hartland created a Property Assessed Clean Energy (PACE) District by referendum vote to make it easier for building owners to invest in energy efficiency and/or renewable energy projects in existing homes (24 V.S.A. §3261 et seq.); and


WHEREAS, in a PACE District, property owners can choose to opt in to a special tax assessment district created by the municipality.  The municipality funds the District through bonds or any other appropriate financing mechanisms, and the participating property owner can access funding for eligible energy efficiency and renewable energy projects and then pay back the cost through a regular municipal assessment on their property tax or other municipal bill; and


WHEREAS, the cost of the PACE program is borne solely by the participating property owners and not as an added cost to municipal services.  Repayments are calculated to recover the costs of the program over a term that is less than the useful life of the installed efficiency measures or renewable energy project, weighted by cost; and

WHEREAS, the PACE program provides property owners in the Town with more creative

ways and longer repayment terms to help pay for all types of energy-related building improvements, with such energy related projects saving electricity and fossil fuels;


WHEREAS, a document exists entitled Town’s PACE Program Description and Guidelines which describes the PACE program and provides the guidelines by which the Town’s PACE program is implemented;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Hartland hereby adopt the Town’s PACE Program Description and Guidelines dated May 7, 2012.
