Signed orders and approved minutes from July 8, 2013, meeting.

Old Business:

1. David Saladino and Grace Wu from Resource Systems Group presented the draft of the Three Corners Scoping Study, including cost estimate and project implementation options. Further discussion at the next Selectboard meeting.
New Business:

1. Authorized Gordon Richardson to sign final Park & Ride agreement.

2. Lister error: signed document making corrections for two veterans’ tax exemptions.

3. Personnel policy change: At the suggestion of the VLCT, we changed our definition of part-time employee from one who works 32 hrs/week to 30 hrs/week to match the new health insurance guidelines.

4. 2014 health insurance: Bob explained the options for health insurance provided to town employees for next year’s budget.
5. Judicial Bureau enforcement: In the future Bob will enforce municipal complaints following the procedure outlined in the VLCT booklet which allows the town to issue a Motion for Notice of Non-Payment of Judgment and through the Bureau the complaint will be reissued with 20 days to pay. If they don’t, the Bureau issues a contempt of court order and the defendant would have to appear in district court.
6. Coley update: Bob explained the status of the junk removal from Fred’s property. The mobile home can be removed since the Town does have a judicial order to do so. Bob will ask Town Attorney Rob Manby to send the order to the land owner on whose property the mobile home is located and then find a contractor to remove it. The Board agreed to move forward with the foreclosure process for the Coley property and seek advice from the Department of Environmental Conservation as to the level of possible contamination of the property.
7. The Board decided not to pursue a request from the school to install a blinking light at the intersection of Mace Hill Road and Route 12.
8. The Board discussed a complaint from Skunk Hollow Tavern about their access on to Brownsville Road. Bob asked to have some of the Board view it to look for possible solutions.
