· Notes from our November, 2014 meeting were approved as written.
· After revisions on the original draft, our submission for the Town Report was finalized.  Jennifer will add a photo and send it to Carolyn. 
· We have about $1300 left in this year’s budget.  If unused it will be transferred to the Conservation Trust Fund (CTF).  Currently there is $57,731 in the CTF with $47K pledged for the Garvin Hill easement.  

· We looked over the map from the Ancient Roads Committee.  Two segments were suggested for inclusion by the Selectboard to be kept in the public domain.  Some questions arose regarding the map: Could the class and names of existing roads be added to the map?  What was the significance of those paths highlighted in yellow?  Could there be a path from the end of Beaver Lane?  Why was Tinkham Hill Road (taken over by the Town in ’04) not shown on the map?  

· Rob will invite Jeff Moreno to our 11-February meeting to discuss expanded school use of the 17 acre woods.  It was felt that a proper survey should be done on this parcel as well as on the Town Forest and Sumner’s Falls properties.  Cordie will approach Bob to urge the Town to complete surveys to facilitate appropriate use of these areas by the public.  Rob inquired if Town approval would be required for any easements placed on Town owned parcels.  This will be brought up again in February.  
· Rob generated a data base of about 100 Town owned properties and others with easements.
· Jared has been updating our information on the Town website.  Further updates will occur.

· Cordie attended a meeting about the Hartland shooting range.  Some from across the river complained about noise.  It seems the Live Free or Die state may not like all of the consequences.  Many users of the range are from out of state.  Over $30,000 has already been spent on noise abatement with limited success.  

· We will hold a community breakfast in April with Hartland Community Connections.  The focus will be on Sumner’s Falls.  Jared, Dean, the Hartland Nature Club and Jay Boeri will generate history, biology and future uses of the parcel.  A walk to the parcel was suggested for after the breakfast.  
· We need another member for the commission.  Dan Lambert was suggested and Jennifer will speak to him.  

· A candidate was suggested and approved as recipient for this year’s Conservation Commission award to be given out at Town Meeting.  

· Upgrading of a culvert on Jenneville Road was delayed last year.  Guy will speak to Bob to find out if it is on the agenda for this year.

· We need to rebuild the CTF.  Any ideas?
