· The school use of the 17-acre wood was discussed with Jeff Moreno.  He is excited about the possibilities of building the property into the curriculum at all levels.  Important next steps include flagging the boundaries of the property, improving/stabilizing the steps down the hill, and making the space ADA accessible, possibly from Martinsville Rd.  Jeff and the teachers will develop a list of ideas on utilizing the land; HCC will get an estimate of the cost of flagging. Everyone will be on the lookout for sources of funding for the project.
· The Conservation Commission's award at Town Meeting was briefly discussed.
· UVLT is hosting a Conservation Commission Gathering on Feb. 26 at the Kilton Library in West Lebanon.  Dinner at 6 pm; program at 7.
· Cordie has investigated licensed pesticide applicators in the area for controlling invasive species.  Full Circle Forestry and Red Start are currently working in the Upper Valley.  The Agency of Agriculture will soon have a list of licensed applicators; Jon Bouton will send it to us.
