· Cordie asked for and received approval of the notes from our April meeting.

· Green-Up Day was considered by all to be a success.  Many thanks go to Ginny White for all of her efforts toward this goal.  This is the first year we have made a concentrated effort to separate recyclables from trash.  In 2016 the State will require separation of recyclable materials from trash so we are ahead of the game.  It was felt that a greater effort needs to be made to separate deposit containers from ordinary recyclables.
Three classes at HES will receive books for their participation in the Green-Up Day writing/drawing activity.  Mary Holland’s new book was suggested.  It was felt that all participants should receive a certificate to recognize their effort. 
· The Hammond Cove gun range is closed for further modifications in an effort to reduce noise.  Several ideas came from the recent public meeting: close the range on Sunday, make it only open to VT license holders, limit clip capacity and/or limit open times.  One question to be considered is who would enforce any rules that were developed.  
· Our discussion on Sumner’s Falls and the 17 Acre Woods continued.  It was felt that the place to begin any management plan was to establish boundaries of the parcels.  Bill Stack has done a lot of the work already and may be willing to complete the project at 17 acre wood.  Knox will seek advice on what could be done at Sumner’s Falls to improve warnings of water level change.  Trans Canada should be approached to see how imminent water level rise information could be sent to the falls.  Grants may be available for signage, trail construction, and improving warnings.

· The culvert on Densmore Hill will be replaced this year to State standards.

· Cordie and Dean will do water testing in early June.   Guy gave us a graph printout of the data collected by our temperature recorder in Lull’s Brook.  
· Rob told us the UVLT will have its annual meeting on 8-June at Post Mills.  Dinner is $15.
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
